The Fabric of India Bangladesh Relations

Bangladesh—India relations are the bilateral relations between the
People's Republic of Bangladesh and the Republic of India, both of
which are South Asian neighbours. Diplomatic relations between the
two countries formally began in 1971 with India's recognition of an
independent Bangladesh (which was formerly known as East
Pakistan) following India's military intervention helping Bangladesh
secure independence following the Bangladesh Liberation War. The
Mukti Bahini, also known as the Bangladesh Forces, was the guerrilla
resistance movement consisting of the Bangladesh military,
paramilitary and civilians during the Bangladesh Liberation War that
transformed East Pakistan into Bangladesh in 1971. On 6 December,
Bangladesh and India celebrate Friendship Day commemorating
India's recognition of Bangladesh and the continued friendship
between the two countries. Although some disputes remain
unresolved, the relations between the two countries have been
characterised as friendly. The historic land boundary agreement was
signed on 6 June 2015 which settled decadesold border disputes, while
negotiations are still ongoing over the sharing of water of the
transboundary rivers.

The economic partnership between India and Bangladesh has gained
momentum, with bilateral trade reaching $10 billion in 2020. India is
Bangladesh's largest trading partner, with exports including textiles,
machinery, and pharmaceuticals. The two nations have also made
significant progress in regional connectivity initiatives, such as the
Bangladesh-Bhutan-India-Nepal (BBIN) Motor Vehicles Agreement.
India and Bangladesh have strengthened security ties, focusing on
counter-terrorism, border management, and defense cooperation. The
two nations have conducted joint military exercises, such as the
"Sampriti" series, and have agreed to share intelligence to combat
terrorism.

India and Bangladesh have made significant strides in energy
cooperation, with the commissioning of the Maitree Super Thermal
Power Project, a 1,320 MW coal-fired” power plant. The two nations
have also agreed to collaborate on renewable energy projects,
including solar and wind power.

The economy of Bangladesh is a major developing mixed economy. As
the secondlargest economy in South Asia, Bangladesh's economy is the
35th largest in the world in nominal terms, and 25th largest by
purchasing power parity. Bangladesh is seen by various financial
Institutions as one of the Next Eleven. It has been transitioning from
being a frontier market into an emerging market. Bangladesh is a
member of the South Asian Free Trade Area and the World Trade
Organization. In fiscal year 2021-2022, Bangladesh registered a GDP
growth rate of 7.2% after the global pandemic.

Bangladesh has a growing pharmaceutical industry with 12 percent
average annual growth rate. Bangladesh is the onlg/ nation among the
48 least-developed countries that is almost selfsufficient when it
comes to medicine production as local companies meet 98 percent of
the domestic demand for pharmaceuticals. Remittances from the
large Bangladeshi diaspora became a vital source of foreign exchange
reserves. Agriculture in Bangladesh is supported by government
subsidies and ensures self-sufficiency in food production. Bangladesh
has pursued export-oriented industrialisation.

The ready-made garment (RMG) sector of Bangladesh has been the
cornerstone of the country’s economy. The industry's contribution to
Bangladesh's GDP is significant, with estimates su%gesting that it
accounts for around 18 percent of the country's total GDP and is
growing at a rate of about 6 per cent, according to IMF darta. The
official estimate for Bangladesh's GDP was $1.429 trillion at the end
of 2023 in purchasing power parity terms. This instability has
disrupted not only the overall industry but also the textiles and
apparel sector, and it is likely to push international buyers to consider
alternative sourcing destinations, potentially adopting a ‘Bangladesh
plus-one’ strategy.

This shift could lead to a significant loss of market share for
Bangladesh's ready-made garments (RMG) sector. The countries that
are major import partners of Bangladesh include the US, the UK,
Germany, Canada, France, Spain, Italy, Belgium, Denmark, and
Australia. Many of these countries are also investors in Bangladesh's
apparel industry. The countries that have heavily invested in
Bangladesh's apparel industry, such as the US, Germany, the UK,
and Canada, are seriously considering sourcing products from other
Asian nations, such as Vietnam, India, and Sri Lanka.

By the 1990s, the country had a booming ready-made garments
industry. As of 16 March 2024, Bangladesh has the highest number of
green garment factories in the world with Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED) certification from the United States
Green Building Council (USGBC), where 80 are platinum-rated, 119
are gold-rated, 10 are silver, and four are without any rating. As of 6
March 2024, Bangladesh is home to 54 of the top 100 LEED Green
Garment Factories globally, including 9 out of the top 10, and 18 out
of the top 20.

The students protested against the quotas in government jobs, which
quickly escalated to become a major crisis for Bangladesh, ultimately
leading to the resignation of Sheikh Hasina. The student protesters
demanded jobs based on merit and not on quotas. These government
job quotas were facing severe criticism for being archaic and prone
to abuse, since the major beneficiaries were mainly the descendants
of freedom fighters in Bangladesh.

But that's not it; these protests emerged at a critical juncture. Sheikh
Hasina's government won a fourth consecutive term in January 2024
and these elections were con(roversial since the opposition parties
boycotted this election. Bangladesh was already facing massive
unemployment, and the inflation knew no bounds. The protests
escalated even more with her remarks that labelled the protesters as
Razakars and the crackdown by the police on these protests. A
combination of various socio economic issues, broader pressures
made worse by COVID-19, persistent corruption, a lack of jobs and
employment, inflation, and other causes were enough to add fuel to
the fire that Hasina's opponents had been making.
